Course Description: This course explores the principles of anatomy and physiology using humans as an example.  This course will encompass a broad variety of topics, including an introduction to the histology, cell biology, human genetics, and the major concepts of structure, function and pathology of most human organ systems.  This course will serve as an introduction to the future study of many biologic subjects and will be an excellent preparatory class for those interested in a career in the medical arts.
Course Objectives:

1. an understanding of general biologic concepts

2. an understanding of human anatomy and how this relates to the mechanisms of human body function

3. an enjoyment of science, biology in particular

Other materials: Human Anatomy Lab Manual – with cat dissections. Elaine Marieb, 3rd or 4th edition – whatever is most current. THIS MUST BE BROUGHT TO LAB EVERY LAB PERIOD!!!! 
I will try to supplement your materials with my own books and atlases. You may borrow these books during lab period.
The edition of the textbook rarely makes a difference. So if you have the earlier editions of the Marieb et al. text – this is fine. My lecture notes are based on several textbooks so some figures and page numbers may differ

Supplementary Texts: 
1. Human Anatomy, Martini, Timmons & Tallitsch. Fourth edition or most current 
2. Anatomy & Physiology, G. Tortora et al. 11th edition or most current. 
These are NOT required texts but many figures in my lecture notes are taken from these texts. The Tortora specifically is an excellent text for your collection. I would highly recommend the Tortora if you plan to take Physiology in the future.
Materials Needed:

1. Course Textbook and lab manual
2. Dissection kits – available in most college and university bookstores. Must have a scalpel, forceps and scissors (large and small).

3. Latex gloves – buy a box per group and share if desired

4. Lab coat – if desired
5. Scantrons and pencils for written portions of exams.
Attendance:  I will not take attendance every lecture/lab. However, in order to determine class sizes, I will take attendance for the first few weeks of class. If you stop coming to class during those first few weeks, I may drop you from the course! Please realize that your attendance directly affects your final grade. In other words, you are all adults and must obviously realize that to do well you must come to lecture/lab. Part of your grade will depend on your active attendance and your participation during lectures. Even though I may not take attendance as the course proceeds, I will realize when you are missing. You will be responsible for all information, lecture notes etc… that you miss. DO NOT skip a lecture and then ask me for help. Practical exams CANNOT be made up. If you miss one – you will lose the marks.
Drop dates: YOU are responsible for your enrollment status in this course and in all others!!! So…..Be aware of drop dates.  I will NOT drop you from the course until you confirm your decision with me. Therefore – if you choose to leave the class and do not drop – you will receive a failing grade at the end of the semester. Please do NOT assume I will take responsibility for maintaining your enrollment status because I will not.
Practical Exams: The exams in the course are called Practicals. These exams will be in two parts: part one will involve the lab portion of this course – i.e. identification of anatomical structures on human models, and cat dissections. These lab practicals will be computer-driven. In other words, I will project pictures of the models or the cat you studied in lab on the screen and ask you to identify parts. This portion will be timed!!!! In other words, you will have only a certain amount of time per slide to identify specific structures. Part two will be a short written exam that is multiple choice, true/false or short answers.  Therefore you will need scantrons for these exams.  These exams will encompass all lectures prior to the exam date. I will confirm the areas to be tested in your review sessions prior to each exam.

You will have 3 practical exams. While not cumulative, the final lab practical may ask a few questions from earlier sections of the course!
Grades: I do not know what an A will be or a B etc… until I calculate final grades – so don’t ask!!!!!
